Municipal Utilities/Public Works Commission - Call to Order, Roll Call and Approval of

a. Overview of the Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition System Utilized for
City’s Water System Operations

i. Director Diggs provided overview of the Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition
System, or SCADA, which is utilized for the City’s water system operations.
Through radio communications and line of sight towers the system allows
treatment operators to have a remote dashboard overview showing daily
production, storage changes, available sources, and ability to make adjustments
remotely. This provides a significant reduction in staff response time when
changes are necessary and allows staff to more readily and accurately make
necessary modifications, and is especially crucial in continuing to meet standards.
From this a daily water supply sheet allows staff to see historical use, averages,
and to better foresee production demands. A discussion ensued regarding
treatment operations, treatments, security, and regulations. The Commission
appreciated the information.
