Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, and Chapter 15.44 of the Redlands 
Municipal Code. Consequently, the demolition of the structure(s) was 
considered to be ministerial and exempt from the preparation of a Negative 
Declaration or Environmental Impact Report, pursuant to the Section 15301 of 
the CEQA Guidelines, and the City’s Municipal Code.  Further, this initial study 
has been prepared in accordance with Section 15.44.060 of the Redlands 
Municipal Code which required an initial study be prepared for all demolition 
permit applications involving structures over fifty (50) years old.
