A request for rehabilitation of an existing single-family dwelling for medical
office use, and construct a 1,238 square-foot two-story addition (resulting in
a total building size of 3,649 square-feet) on a 19,970 square-foot lot located
at 1605 Calvary Circle (APN: 0293-133-13-0000) in the Administrative
Professional (EV/AP) District of the East Valley Corridor Specific Plan.
